Action III – OI Reduction – what have we 
achieved

Comprehensive identification of information obligat ions (IO) 
in the remaining areas of economic law
Almost 500 acts of law were explored 

– More than 6000 IO were identified
– SCM method used
– IOs Category „A” excluded
– Baseline measurement process has been completed on
June 2010. 
– 77,6 bln PLN of administrative costs, 6,1% of Polish GDP
– 37,3 bln PLN of administrative burden 2,9% of Polish GDP
(excluding BAU – Business as Usual costs)
